LEVEL: 1st ESO.

TOPICS: Animals.

SKILLS: Listening, reading, speaking and writing.

GRAMMAR: Present Simple and Continuous.
VOCABULARY: Animals and adjectives.

TIMING: 1session (+ homework)

PROCEDURE:

1.  Before listening to the song and in order to activate their previous knowledge and their interest towards the song, students are asked some questions about the topic of the song as well as their preferences about animals. Individually, they will have to write down in a minute as many names of animals as possible. Then, the student with the highest number of answers will have to say his/her animals aloud and the rest of students will compare their answers and expand their list of animals. The teacher will write on the board the answers in order to make sure that students copy them down correctly. Finally, some students will read their opinions about their favourite animals.
2.  Before playing the recording, students will read the lyrics aloud to familiarize with the new words. Then, the teacher will play the recording twice and the students will have to note down the number and the animals that are mentioned without looking at the lyrics of the song. Students will compare their answers in pairs and one student will be selected to check the answers with the rest of the group.

3. Next, they will listen to the song twice again to complete it with the missing words. Finally, the students will have to translate the missing words to check that they understand their meaning. Different students will be chosen to check their answers on the board with the rest of the classmates.

4. Individually, students have to look for the information in the song and copy the corresponding adjectives. At the same time, the teacher will move around the room to clarify any possible doubts and to facilitate the meaning of those adjectives that the students are not familiar to. One student will be selected to read the answers and check them with the rest of the students. 

5. Firstly, they will read the lyrics of the song to familiarize with the correct pronunciation of the words and to correct any possible pronunciation mistakes. Then, they are going to sing the song in couples and each couple has to sing a line. To make all the students sing at least one different line, the karaoke version will be played twice.
6. Students have to take choose one animal of the ones mentioned in the song and write a paragraph describing it using as many adjectives as possible. They have to hand in the paragraphs for the following lesson.
