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- These five games are thought to be played in the classroom during one English lesson throughout the week of the 31st of October. 
- These games are thought to be played by pupils from the 1st grade to the 6th grade of Primary. 
- The English teacher in charge is responsible of the materials during the activity. 

- After finishing the games in a classroom, the materials will be picked up by the coordinator and carried to the next classroom according to the schedule. 

- Before starting to play these games, the class is divided into five groups of five. 

- Every member from each team will take part in only one game. 

- Before starting the next game, a player from each team should have taken part in that game and got a score. Here is a chart that can be drawn on the blackboard beforehand and used during the activity:

1. HALLOWEEN FEEL BOX 1 (WITH EYEBALLS INSIDE)

- A number of eyeballs made of white cork are put into a box wrapped in Halloween wrapping paper (the box and the eyeballs 

will be provided by the coordinator). 

- The player from each team has to put his/her hand in and guess how many eyeballs there are inside the box. 

- If the player guesses the exact number of eyeballs gets 5 points. 

Grammar required

- How many eyeballs are there?

- There are...eyeballs. 

2. HALLOWEEN FEEL BOX 2 (WITH HALLOWEEN CHARACTERS INSIDE)

- Cards containing pictures of Halloween characters are put into a box wrapped in Halloween wrapping paper

(the box and the eyeballs will be provided by the coordinator). 

- The player from each team has to put his/her hand in, take a card out and say the word aloud pronouncing it correctly.  

- The player will get 1 point for each correct answer.  

Grammar and vocabulary required

- Pumpkin, skeleton, vampire, mummy, witch, ghost, spider, owl. 

- What is it?

- It's a...

3. WRAP THE MUMMY
- Each team is provided with a roll of toilet paper. 

- One child will be the ?mummy? and the other is in charge of wrapping up the child like a mummy. 

- The aim of this game is to complete the mummy with the entire roll in 2 minutes. 

- The English teacher in charge will score the each mummy on a scale from one to ten.  

4. DRAW THE SPIDER ON THE WEB
- The English teacher in charge will draw a spider web on the blackboard. 

- The player from each team focuses on where the centre of the web is. Then the player is blindfolded and spinned around three times. 

- Finally, the player is given a chalk and has to go to the front and draw a spider on the centre of the web. 

- The English teacher in charge will score how near the spider is on a scale from one to five.  

Commands required

Move a bit to the right/left

Move your hand a little to your right/left

Move your hand a little bit up/down

5. EYEBALL AND SPOON RACE
- The player from each team stands at a start line with an eyeball and a spoon (provided by the coordinator).

- The player has to place the egg onto his/her spoon and then place his/her other arm behind the back.

- The aim of the game is to carry as many eyeballs as possible to the goal and drop them in a bottle. 

- Each team gets as many points as eyeballs are able to carry to the goal in one minute. 
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
