parents: bring up children, look after sy, give sy good education, get on well/badly, feel anxious for children, scold children for sg, discipline a child, praise a child


teenagers: stand on one’s own feet, be confident, make one’s own decisions, trust peers, enjoy life’ s luxuries, pursuit of success, protest, ignore one’s family


generational conflicts: lack of communication, few common interests, be critical of sg, differ in dress/food/habits/moral values/ taste/career, the family unit is breaking up, blame each other
