Cognition:

Apply key concepts in different contexts / identify living things
/encourage knowledge transfer about living things using visuals /
arouse learner curiosity

Culture:

Identify living and non-living from ecosystem in

their own country/other countries; Become aware of

importance of respecting the environment; Understand

they can learn regardless of language level

Communication:

Vocab: Plants, grass, trees. .. | Functions: What do you know about...? /
Skills: Distinguish language needed, retain and reuse language,

Listen to peers / Record, predict and learn new words
