THE MENTAL MAP
· GETTING STARTED
· Read the instructions of the activity

· Identify 4 things:

· Who you are
· Topic/purpose of the composition

· Type of composition

· Specific tasks to carry out


· Your mental map should have 4 parts 

(each part, one paragraph)



· 3 levels of development 


· It is very important to complete one level before moving to the next one.

· Try to use only one or two words per idea.

· LEVEL 1: SELECTING THE TOPICS OF EACH PARAGRAPH
Take the specific tasks in the instructions to distribute them in sections 2, 3 and 4.

· Section 1 will always be INTRODUCTION, so don’t develop important tasks here. Just write “Intro”.

· Section 4 will be a conclusion, but you can use it to develop your opinion, the consequences, a proposal…

· The two or three ideas you select should be: 

· quite different among them

· not difficult to explain

· relevant in grammar and vocabulary

· take some things into account:
· equal distribution of the ideas

· not repetitive information

· the topic for each paragraph/section should be general enough to allow level 2

· logical order and distribution

· LEVEL 2: SELECTING THE IDEAS TO PRESENT IN EACH SECTION
The main ideas, arguments, advantages, disadvantages, characteristics, etc.
· Remember:

· Start with paragraphs 2, 3 and 4

· Only two or three ideas per section

1. Brainstorm all the possible ideas and choose those which you won’t have problems to develop and allow you to use variety of grammar and vocabulary

2. Select and write the level 2 ideas in section 2, 3 and 4

· LEVEL 3:

All the details related to language and grammar.
