His fourth studio album, Love in the Future, was nominated for Best R&B album at the 2014 Grammy Awards. Legend's third single from the album, "All of Me", became an international chart success.

TOPICS: Love and relationships.

TIMING: 1session (+ homework)

PROCEDURE:

1.  Before listening to the song and in order to activate their previous knowledge and their interest towards the song, students are asked some background questions about the author and the style of the song as well as their personal likes about music. In pairs, they will have to reflect about the answers for five minutes and then put their answers in common with the rest of the group. The teacher will write on the board the answers in order to compare them.

2.  Before playing the recording, students will read the lyrics aloud to familiarize with the new words. Then, the teacher will play the recording twice to let the students complete the missing words. Finally, some students will be selected to check their answers on the board with the rest of the group and to clarify the meaning of any new vocabulary.

3. Students have to look for the opposite adjectives to the ones given in the exercise. At the same time, the teacher will facilitate the meaning of those adjectives that the students are not familiar to. One student will be selected to read the answers and check them with the rest of the students. 

4. Students have to find the phrasal verbs in the text and then match them to the definitions provided. Four students will be chosen to check their answers and compare them with the other members of the group.

5. Students have to enumerate the parts of the body mentioned in the song in order to prepare them for the homework.

6. Students have to take advantage of the parts of the body mentioned in the song to reflect and write a composition about the relationship between them and the process of falling in love. They have to hand in the pieces of writing to the teacher the following lesson.
